How to report immunisations to ACIR electronically via Zedmed Clinical
Setting Up ACIR Electronic Reporting

Doctors for whom immunisations are to be electronically reported to ACIR need to be set up for electronic Medicare Australia reporting (formerly known as HIC Online). No additional set up specifically for ACIR is required within Zedmed Clinical or Office.

There are two new Optional fields in Zedmed Office in the Patient details window: ACIR Child ID, and Community Code. The Community Code identifies the community within which the child lives, and is only used by providers in the Northern Territory. The ACIR Child Code is an optional field, which can be used by providers as an internal reference. It is not transmitted to Medicare Australia.

As part of the Medicare Australia set up for doctors, provider numbers for each site at which they work are required. This in combination with the Medicare Australia Practice Location IDs, provide ACIR with the requisite information for recording the doctor and practice from which the immunisations are being generated.

Recording the Immunisations

· Record your immunisations as usual in the patient record via the Immunisation icon within a current encounter. It is an ACIR requirement to record the sequence number of the immunisation. If the immunisation is one that is only administered once (i.e. no returns are required for follow-up doses e.g. chicken pox) the sequence should be recorded as 1. 

· In Queensland the batch number is also legally required.

· The ACIR code for the immunisation will default into the ACIR Code field if it is an ACIR vaccination.

Transmitting the Immunisations

· In the Reports menu is an Option ACIR. Within this there are two options: “Transmit to ACIR” and “ACIR Report”. To transmit the immunisations select the Transmit to ACIR option. A message asking you to confirm that you wish to transmit all outstanding ACIR Immunisations to Medicare Australia will come up. If you select “Yes”, the hour glass will be displayed for a few seconds and then disappear. In the background the immunisations are being transmitted to Medicare Australia.
· To check what has been successfully transmitted, go to Tools/ACIR/ACIR Report a few minutes after the transmission was initiated. You can then either check all successfully transmitted immunisations, or all outstanding or unsuccessfully transmitted immunisations by selecting the relevant option. A date range can also be set to specify the claim dates to be checked, and which administering doctor, or all administering doctors.
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· Unsuccessfully transmitted immunisations will be listed with the relevant error message indicating why the immunisation was unsuccessfully transmitted. If an immunisation needs to be modified, in order to be successfully transmitted:

· go back into the patient record 

· start a current encounter 

· click on the Immunisation icon 

· highlight the immunisation requiring modification 

· right click on it and select “Modify” 

· changes can then be made and saved, and the immunisation will then be included in the next transmission to Medicare Australia.
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
