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HOW TO: Record Allergies
· Make sure you have a current encounter

· Click on the Allergies icon in the Current Encounter toolbar

DRUG ALLERGIES
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For drug allergies, click into the dot next to “By Brand”, “By Generic” or By Substance Class”
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· Type the start of the relevant drug name into the “Filter” field 

· Click on “Find” or press “Enter” onto the Keyboard


· A list of matching drugs will be displayed

· Highlight the required drug

· An appropriate Reaction, Reaction Type, Severity can be selected from the drop down lists (Please note that the Reaction Type options may vary depending on the Reaction selected initially).

· Comments can also be typed in if desired.

· Click on Save Updates to save the Allergy into the patient record.

· The new Allergy should be displayed in the Existing Patient Allergies list.

NON DRUG ALLERGEIS (USER DEFINED)
This should be used only for allergies that are not drug allergies (e.g. gluten, latex etc)


· Put the dot in the User Defined radio button

· Click on the desired allergy

· An appropriate Reaction, Reaction Type, Severity can be selected from the drop down lists in the Allergy Details  (bottom half of the screen.) Please note that the Reaction Type options may vary depending on the Reaction selected initially.

· Comments can also be typed in if desired.

· Click on Save Updates to save the Allergy into the patient record.

· The new Allergy should be displayed in the Existing Patient Allergies list.
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
