Using the ‘ICPC Problem Mapper’ Utility in Zedmed Clinical
The purpose of this utility is to allow practices to map free text problems recorded in patient records to a relevant ICPC2+ code.

There are a number of functions within Zedmed that rely on ICPC Codes to work. For example when prescribing, the system will check the prescribed drug against the patient’s current problem list and warn the doctor of any contraindications arising between the patient’s current conditions and the prescribed drug. This can only be done where the problems in the patient’s current problem list have ICPC codes linked.

Many practices have free text problems converted from previous software systems, which can now be mapped to facilitate various Zedmed functions.

To access the Utility, click on the Utilities menu in Zedmed Clinical and select ICPC Problem Mapper.
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Click on the “Click Here- Load Non-Coded Problems” button to load all free text non-coded problems from the database.
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The problems are ordered by the number of times each problem has been used in a patient record. This means that by starting at the top and working down the user deals with the problems appearing in the most records and has the most significant effect.

To link a problem to a code, right click on the problem and select “Find ICPC code”.
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A window allowing the user to type in the required text on which to search for the ICPC code. The first three letters of the free text description default into the search field.
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Click on the Search button to initiate the search.

ICPC terms matching the criteria are listed. 

Click to highlight the required term , and click the Select button to link the code to the free text term.
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The code is then listed alongside the free text term with a green tick to indicate that a code has been selected.
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The user can then choose to right click on subsequent terms to search for appropriate ICPC codes, or click on the “Merge these codes now” button at the bottom of the window.
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A confirmation dialogue is displayed as this process is not reversible. Clicking OK on this dialogue completes the process. The system tells you when the process has successfully completed, and the user can exit out of the Utility, or continue the mapping process.
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
